This student is consistently prepared for class, having worked extensively on the material outside of class time. As a consequence, they bring vital interesting explorations to the studio class, are able to execute exercises specifically and completely, dive into their assignments with an element of risk and daring, and are fueled to ask interesting questions as well. As a seeker, this student is constantly discovering the connections inherent between all studio classes (and in application during rehearsals and performance), and shares those observations in journaling, in class discussion or both.

B
above average achievement

This student is consistently prepared for class, having worked extensively on the material outside of class time. As a consequence, they are able to execute exercises specifically and completely in the studio class, they make continual progress in their ability to dive into their assignments with an element of risk and daring, and are fueled to ask interesting questions as well. As a seeker, this student is constantly searching for the connections inherent between all studio classes (and in application during rehearsals and performance), and shares those observations in journaling, in class discussion or both.

C
average achievement

This student is adequately prepared for class, having worked on the material outside of class time. As a consequence, they are able to participate and execute exercises, they make discoveries leading to an understanding of the concept of risk in their exercises, and are fueled to ask questions to support these queries as well. This student is constantly searching for an understanding of concepts covered in class, and how they apply to rehearsals and performance, and share those observations and discoveries in journaling, in class discussion or both.

D
below average achievement

This student attends class without considering material outside of class time. As a consequence, they are sometimes able to execute exercises in the studio class, they may make a discovery during the semester regarding their ability to dive into their assignments with an element of risk and daring, but are intimidated or uninterested to the point where they only ask questions dealing with basic execution. This student allows him or herself to be confused regarding concepts, but does not seek to remedy that confusion, hoping the instructor will change that for them. This student does not know where to begin in order to apply studio concepts during rehearsals and performance, and waits for the instructor to provide step by step instructions on application before considering it. This student may keep a journal as a simple recording of events, but does not seek to “work out” studio concepts, observations, or application. 

F
failure 

This student (at most) views class as the only time to work on understanding concepts. They are sometimes able to execute exercises and participate in the studio class, and are not interested in making continual progress in their ability to dive into their assignments with an element of risk and daring. These students are rarely heard from in class discussion, except when asking the most rudimentary basic questions. This student adopts the attitude that the course material stands alone as an individual testing for its own sake – connections or applications do not exist for this student.
